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Abstract
The abstract should contain as much detail of the contribution work. They must be written in the conference language English, should be maximum 150 words. Abstract should be in the font Times New Roman 9pt, italic and using single spacing. There should be a one blank line after the abstract.
Keywords: There should be maximum five keywords. It should be written with Times New Roman, 9pt, bold. There should be two blank lines after the keywords.
1. Introduction


This document describes the information about the desired format of the papers for the Symposium of Mechanism and Machine Theory 2010.) The paper should be written following the format of the present Word file and submitted online at the conference website: http://azciftomm2010.iyte.edu.tr/. You can create your paper by simply replacing the contents of this file and saving it as a Word document. Please remember that your submitted .doc files should not be password protected or otherwise locked, because we may need to add page numbering and make additional minor edits and format changes.


Paper format is A4. Paper margins should be 3.5cm from the top, 3.0cm from the bottom, 2.0 form left and 1.5cm from right. All texts should be written in two columns. 

Papers should be maximum 10 pages. Order the paper as follows: Paper Title, Author(s), Abstract, Keywords (no more than 10), and Main Body of Paper, Conclusion, Acknowledgements and References. 

The elements of the paper are all to be in the font Times New Roman and using single spacing. The title of the paper should be explicit, descriptive and as brief as possible – no more than 20 words in length and in 16pt bold, which should have capital letters only at the beginning of the first word and for proper nouns or acronyms. 

The names of all authors are in 12pt as well as the affiliation of all authors. Note that the corresponding author should be marked with an asterisk.  Please also use all caps for the surnames of all authors and precede the surname by the full forename (not just initials).

Main text should be written in Times New Roman with 10pt., single spacing, justified on both margins. Do not use blanks between paragraphs. Instead, use a single tab for defining a new paragraph.

Headings should be in 11pt bold Times New Roman, on the left. Numbering of headings is optional. Leave a single line space after the heading.

Insert the figures and tables into the text where appropriate, with 10 pt Times New Roman caption centered below the figure or image or above the table as in the example below. The photographs and figures size and quality shall be suitable for direct reproduction, with a minimum resolution of 300 DPI’s in JPG format preferably.

Any equations or formulae should be centered; and there should be one blank between the texts and the formulas. 
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References shall be listed at the end of the paper in the same sequence as referred to in the main text. References shall be in 8pt font. The formats for cited journal papers [1], books [2], and internet sites [3] are shown at the end of this instruction.
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
